	Terms of Reference

	To support and organise one or two-day courses on contemporary methods in clinical biostatistics in locations represented by the Society. Guidelines and a list of courses offered in the past are available.

	Report

	At the end of 2015:

(1) Catherine Quantin and Jeno Reiczigel resigned as Chair and Secretary of the ISCB-Education SubCommittee (SC).
(2) Thomas Jaki and Erik Cobo accepted to serve our Society as Secretary and Chair of the Educ-SC and they asked Catherine Quantin and Jeno Reiczigel to overview and help them in their duties, at least for one year. They accepted.
(3) Jeno Reiczigel, the past secretary, informed that, on the last Society meeting, several members noted that for a course in a far-away country the usual budget of 3000 Euros (for two courses) wouldn’t be enough to cover the travel and accommodation costs and the honorarium. In his opinion, ISCB-Educ SC should adapt the terms of reference to this, and approach the ExCom for increasing the budget. We agreed to address this topic at the next Educ-SC meeting. 
(4) Anca Vitcu, who organized a successful course last years, wrote: “Prof. Sauerbrei (...) had two wonderful lectures and a wonderful initiative supported by ISCB: STRATOS, not only about research but also about education. Because he refused the honorarium (750 €), I would propose to donate this remaining money as a support for STRATOS — in a way prof. Sauerbrei will consider appropriate.” Catherine, Thomas and Erik agreed with the donation and asked David Warne to confirm that our general rules allow it. Later on, the ExCom declined to use left-over funds allocated for one purpose for another purpose.
(5) Thomas and Erik reviewed and updated the guidelines and the advertisement with minor formal changes, later approved by the subcommittee members. 
(6) Both in last November and at the beginning of 2016, the Education SC sent out a call for proposals requesting applications for course organisation both in Target (with financial support) and in non-target (by lending the society name to such events but with no financial support) Countries.
Two applications for target countries were received. Following discussions between the Education SC and the ExCom, both were finally unanimously accepted as eligible for ISCB support. The ISCB will provide €1500 for each of the two courses.  During the discussion, some members raised the need to specify in our rules the role of additional sponsors, as those providing the site; the fees to be paid by the participants; and the possibilities to have additional financial support. We decided to address those topics in the next SC meeting.
A) The first workshop proposal came from the Hungarian National Group. Entitled “Statistical issues in drug development” will be read by Stephen Senn from the Competence Center for Methodology and Statistics, Luxembourg. It will be organised by Julia Singer in Autumn 2016, in Budapest, at Accelsiors, a site previously used.
B) The second proposal came from the Polish National Group. Entitled “Models for Causal Inference” will be read by Stijn Vansteelandt, full professor in Ghent and Honorary professor at the London School of Public Health. It will be organised by Kinga Sałapa in Autumn 2016 (22-23.09.2016), at the Institute of Public Health, Collegium Medicum Jagiellonian University of Cracow. 
No proposals were received for Biostatistically Developed Countries. 

In addition to the previously raised topics, Thomas and Erik would like to discuss in the next SC meeting if terms of reference should be updated taking into account the actual learning opportunities offered by novel technologies. They also would appreciate ideas from any ISCB member.
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
